· Approximately 600 Preschool – grade 12 students.
· Average class size is 18 in elementary school and 17 in high school.
· Approximately 50 students in a graduating class.
Academic Stats
· Every subject taught from a Christian Worldview.
· Bible classes taught at every grade level.
· Chapels begin in Kindergarten.  Students attend two chapels weekly.
· Trips connected to curriculum: Gettysburg and Stratford Shakespearean Theatre.
· Capstone Trips:  8th Grade trip to Chicago, Senior Survival and Senior Trip to Washington D.C.

· During any given year, ACT comparison scores rank LCS at or second from the highest as compared to all other local high schools.

Athletic Stats
· LCS offers the following sports:
